— Tell the students something about yourself [work experience, publications, honors,

and previous workshop presentations, brief personal bio]

— Present an interactive writing experience or activity

— Emphasize writing process: generating, drafting, and sharing

— Coordinate a peer response group

— Possibly examine one student’s writing carefully
